Acceptable means of proving identity and address
Evidence of Identity - one of the following 

· Current signed passport or National Identity Card / Passport (overseas residents) 

· Current U.K. driving licence. (new version with photo). 

· Full U.K. driving license (old version) – old style provisional driving licences should not be accepted. 

· Benefit Book or letter from the benefits agency confirming entitlement to benefits. 

· P60 / P45 / Notice of Coding - Inland Revenue Tax Notification. 

· Firearms certificate (issued by a Chief Constable). 

· Residency permit issued by the Home Office. 

Evidence of address – one of the following

· Record of home visit. 

· Electoral register search

· Recent utility bill or a certificate from a supplier of utilities confirming arrangements to pay. 

· Local tax authority bill / business rate bill / council tax bill. 

· Current UK photo card driving licence ( if not used as evidence of name ). 

· Bank, building society or passbook containing current address. 

· Most recent original mortgage statement from a recognised lender.

· Solicitors letter confirming recent house purchase

· Rent book or tenancy agreement.
